As predicted in the two previous indiogs, the total population of Nunavut is expected to increase with the development of major
projects. As stated previously, Nunavummiut generally do not have the skills needed to take advantage of the availab&e jobs t
mining industry in the territorynight bring due largely to a lack of education (see education indicators). For this reason, it is predicted
that most of the increase in population would come frorobterritory. Tracking migration patterns would shed light on whether or

not the workfoce is originating from other provinces and territories, or eveobabuntry.

Incidents (Reported, Unfounded, Actual) When a crime is reported to the police, the incident is recorded as a "retmted" inci
Police then conduct a preliminarwestigation to determine the validity of the report. Occasionally, crimes reported to the police
prove to be unfounded. Unfounded incidents are subtracted from the number of reported incidents to produce the nuodder of "act



incidents." Numbers and ratef crime are calculated on the basis of "actual incidents" categorized according to the most serious
offence.

Other Criminal Code offences These incidents involve the remaining Criminal Code offences that are not classifiedas violent
property (excluding traffic offences). Examples are mischief, bail violations, disturbing the peace, arson, prostitatfensanel
weapons.

Property offences Involve unlawful acts to gain property, but do not involve tho tieeat of violence against the person. They
include offences such as break and enter, theft and fraud.

Sexual assault A violent offence classified into one of three levels according to the seriousness of the incidertieleatédoty of
least physical injury to the victim; level 2, sexual assault with a weapon, threats to use a weapon, or causing batily leaneh3,
sexual assault that wounds, maims, disfigures or endangers the life of the victim.
